ORDER

In the G.O.first cited this Government recognized the Post Graduate Diploma in
Rural Sociology and community Development awarded by the National Council for rural
Higher Education as equivalent to M.A Degree of a recognized University for purpose of
appointment to posts for which M.A.Degree ( without specifying subject) is the
p[prescribed qualification, for a period of two years from 12-3-1964. The Government of
India have now recommended in their letter cited that the recognition granted in the
above G.O.may be extended for a further period of one year i.e. up to 11-3-1967. The
government, in consultation with the Public Service commission, direct that the
recognition granted in the G,.O.read as first paper be extended for a further period of the
year ie.upto 11-3-1967.
