     ORDER 

 Prior to the issue of the G.O. read above the admissibility for mileage allowance 

for journey by road for special conveyance (Motor it was restricted to Grade I officers in 

respect of actual pay of  Rs. 1500 and above.   In para 35 of the G.O the above pay limit 

was enhanced to Rs. 2250 

 

2.Now it has come to the notice of Government that all India Service Officers in 

the senior time scale of pay who have also been paying the above benefit will be 

adversely affected by the above enhancement in the limit.  Since there was no pay 

revision for All  India Service Officers, Government are pleased to order that in their case  

the pre-revision limit of Rs. 1500 will continue to be operative for mileage allowance for 

special conveyance.
