In exercise of the powers conferred by section 26 of the Kerala Forest Act, 1961(Act of

Pariyaramn, Mukundapuram Taluk as Survey number 1886 1387,1388 and 1389 and 
more particularly described in the schedule appended below shall cease to be reserved 
forest with effect from 6-10-1966 .

Situation of the block 
 
The block is situated on the southern slope of the Kodasery Reserve and on the northersn 
side of the Chalakudi- Anamalai  Road. 
 
Boundary description of Survey Nos. 1386 to 1389:-

boundary proceeds for a distance of 2.73 chains towards east north east to stone No.2
