ORDER

In the G.O. read as first paper above, the Government ordered the creation of a Sell in the
Planning Department to effectively introduce redeployment of staff from the very first year of
the fifth plan. All proposals for the creation of now posts ware ordered to be first referred to the
above cell.

2. Inthe G.O. read as second paper above, the Government have constituted a committee
for studying the staff pattern, Department by Department, and locating the surplus staff in each
department. This committee has started functioning and discussions have already been held with
the heads of some Departments and the concerned Secretaries to Government. Even at present
proposals for creation of additional posts are being received from heads of Departments, which
are being referred to staff strength of any Department, at a given time, if additions the G.O.
second sited. So the functioning of the Deployment Cell and the Committee, as parallel units
leads to unnecessary delay and duplication of work. In the circumstances, Government hereby
order that proposals involving creation of additional staff will be deferred till the Committee
completes the study regarding the present staff position of each department and makes its
recommendations. However in cases where the proposals cannot wait till the finalization of the
findings of the Committee the concerned Secretaries to Government may discuss the proposal
with the Committee separately. The Deployment Cell in abolished with immediate effect.
