ORDER 

 

In the G.O. read first, as amended by the G.O. read as second paper, it was 

provided that all full-time contingent employees of Government, who have been 

continuously in service upto 1-4-1965 will be absorbed in regular 

establishment.Government feel that there is room for ambiguity about the scope of their 

order as their intention is to absorb in regular establishment all full-time contingent 

employees who have been continuously in service from a date prior to 1-4-1965. Hence 

in supersession of the G.O. read as second paper, Government are pleased to clarify that 

all full-time contingent employees, who have been continuously in service from a date 

prior to 1-4-1965, will be absorbed in regular establishment. Accordingly the word 

“since” occurring in para 2 and sub para 2 (1) of the G.O. 1
st
 cited shall be substituted by 

the words “from a date prior to “.
