ORDER

The Aranya Nivas Hotel, Class Il Tourist Bungalow (Periyar House) and he
Edapalayam Tourist Bungalow have been taken over by the Kerala Tourist and
Handicrafts Corporation Private Limited with effect from 1-4-1966. The Managing
Director of the Corporation has requested the Chief Conservator of Forests for the
issue of passes to these establishments for collection of firewood. The Chief
Conservator of Forests has therefore requested Government for orders for the issue of
seignior age passes as and when these hotels need firewood, realizing double seignior
age value, limiting the annual quantity for Periyar House and Aranya Nivas as 25 tons
each and for Edapalayam House as ten tons. Governments accept the recommendation
of the Chief Conservator of Forests and orders accordingly.
